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Earth Day

Earth Day, a day dedicated to
the environmental health of our
planet. Earth Day is observed in
the United States, Canada, and
many other countries around the
world with programs designed to
educate people about Earth’s en-
vironment and threats to the en-
vironment. Activities intended to
improve the environment also
take place. Earth Day is most
often celebrated on April 22, but
some people observe it on March
21, the first day of spring. Activi-
ties surrounding Earth Day may
continue for weeks or months.

Earth Day was first observed on
April 22, 1970. The idea for a
nationwide demonstration in sup-
port of Earth’s environment came
from Senator Gaylord Nelson of
Wisconsin. Nelson is considered
the founder of Earth Day. On the
first Earth Day in 1970 as many
as 20 million Americans in
schools and communities across
the country participated in rallies
and demonstrations on behalf of
Earth. In New York City, Mayor
John Lindsay closed Fifth Avenue
to automobile traffic, and thou-
sands of people attended a fair

By 1990 Earth Day
had become an in-
ternational event,
with more than 200
million people in
141 countries par-
ticipating. Environ-
mental groups use
Earth Day as an oc-
casion to draw attention to cur-
rent local and global environ-
mental problems and to discuss
commonsense solutions. At fairs,
festivals, and talks, people learn
about air pollution, water pollu-
tion, and soil pollution; the de-
struction of habitats (see Ecosys-
tem); the devastation of hun-
dreds of thousands of plant and
animal species (see Endangered
Species); the depletion of nonre-
newable resources (see Conser-
vation); and global warming.
They explore exhibits on such
topics as conserving energy, re-
cycling, renewing natural habi-
tats, leading healthier lives,
making their backyards friendly
to wildlife, and protecting endan-
gered species. Volunteers gather
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to pick up litter;
clean up streams,
reservoirs, and
other water sup-
plies; restore
parks; plant trees;
and participate in
other environ-
mental activities.

An organization
called Earth Day
Network coordinates Earth Day
activities around the world. The
organization estimated that
1,000 groups and 500 million
people were participating in
Earth Day observances by the
early 2000s.
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This Year Earth

Day is on Tuesday,
April 22nd, 2009.
